Third Sunday in  

Ordinary Time 

Out of Darkness, into Light  

The First Reading’s theme is … being led out 
of present darkness into Our Lord’s great 
light. Israel was considered contaminated by 
pagan influences, since much of it was Gen-
tile. Isaiah promises a future of restoration 

where the Lord would call them from that pagan darkness into His own 
Light. • The Responsorial is a psalm of trust where we place ourselves 
into the hands of a loving God, and where we find light and salvation. 
This psalm is a huge act of faith, especially when we want to believe, 
but are unsure. God will not only rescue us from every danger, but He 
will also respond to the deepest needs of our heart. The psalmist 
speaks of spending time with the Lord in the temple and encountering 
Him in prayer. Today we encounter Him in His Real Presence in our 
churches’ tabernacles. • In the Second Reading, St Paul addresses the 
challenge of divisions. The new Christians were not yet mature in the 
Faith. Though claiming fidelity to the Gospel, they betrayed it in what 
they said and did to each other. St Paul wants them to realize that they 
are living in a worldly manner, only looking out for their own profit. 
When living the wisdom of the cross, we live a life of service and sacri-
fice, making others more important than self, living in the light of Christ. 
• Here again, St Matthew underscores Jesus fulfilling the prophets. It 
seemed absurd to the Jews that Jesus could have come from a region 
corrupted by Gentile ways, i.e., Galilee, so St Matthew wants to show 
that not only is it possible, but it was foretold. Jesus preaches turning 
away from sin to embrace God’s kingdom, beginning here and now 
when we make God the center of our lives. Jesus calls the Apostles into 
His Light, to show us that when serving Him, God asks us to use our tal-
ents and experience to serve others. This is how we shine His Light in 
our world’s darkness; and in so doing, draw others to Him.
